Busy, busy busy?  Now you can just pop 
in and pick up your books at the 
circulation desk.  Search for the books 
you need in the library catalog and then 
use the “Request Forms” link on the 
right.  One of your options will be “Get 
it; 2 Days” and we will retrieve the 
requested items and hold them for you 
at the circulation desk.  It will take 2 
(open) days.  You will receive an email 
letting you know when the items are 
ready to be picked up.  If you request 
items at anytime on a Wednesday we 
will not receive the request until 
Thursday and the item will be available 
to pick up Friday morning.

The good news about the 

library budget is that 

book allocations will 

remain intact. The 

$50,500.00 assigned to 

department and school 

library book allocations is 

not affected by the cuts. 

Neither is the $16,500.00 

assigned to library 

reference and general 

purchasing. The library 

should also be able to 

allocate about the same 

amount of funds from 

library gift accounts to 

book purchasing in the 

spring as it did last year 

(about $10,000.00). 

The most serious impact 

on the library’s budget at 

this time is to staffing. 

The library met its budget 

targets for the current 

fiscal year in part by 

leaving a library staff 

position open and a 

library faculty position 

has come open since that 

time. This will mean 

delays in some areas as 

the remaining staff 

members work to fulfill 

these duties in addition to 

their own duties. 

The library’s materials 

budgets are extremely low 

compared with the 

libraries at the 

university’s peer 

institutions and in 

addition to annual 

requests for increases in 

these budgets the library 

staff is preparing 

recommendations to use 

the limited funds 

available more 

strategically. 

One ongoing project is 

designed to make sure 

that library materials 

funds are used to 

purchase as much access 

to information as possible 

with as little duplication 

as is possible. 

Specifically, this means a 

comprehensive review of 

library periodical 

(magazine and journal) 

subscriptions and efforts 

to reduce the cost of 

access without reducing 

access. A careful review of 

the print and microfiche 

periodical subscriptions 

should allow the library 

to save from $10,000.00 

to $20,000.00 in
