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Guidelines for the Graduate Thesis

Al theses necessary for partial fulfllment of graduate degrees must be approved by the graduate
student’s commitice and be submitted o the person designated by the graduate program three
wecks beforc commencement. Exceptions must have prior approva of the program director and
dean. Specificthesis requirementsinclude the following:

1. Two copies of each thesis il be deposited i the Dulaney-Browne Library, and at least
‘one copy will be submited tothe director of the graduate program for which the thesis
was writen.

2. Each graduate student must pay a binding fee for cach copy ofthe thesi.

3. The Dulaney-Browne Library will bind the copies of the thscs, using the same binding,
‘over, and spine format foral graduate theses (OCU blue with gold type).

4. All copies oftheses will besubmitted on ltte-siz, acid-ree, 20-pound, 25 percent rag.
‘paper, with one and one-balF-inch top, left and bottom margins and one-inch right
‘margins. Font s to be twelve-point Times New Roman. Type s o be on one side only.

5. Stylesheels are determined by each graduate program. Endnotes or footnotes are
‘acceptable, bt each program will use only one form of itation.

6. ‘The il page and bstract willfollow a standard form that may be oblaned from the
sraduate program direcors.

7. Inthe case of scrious, documented violation of the Academic Honesty poliy in thesis
‘work, a student il be dismissed from the niversity, subject o nomal academic appeals
processes.

1. Bach student is responsible for completing the Thesis Subission Form, as well s
ensuring that cach office has provided a signature acknowledging cithr receipt of the
thesis,or eceipt ofthe completed form.

2. Signatures should be received inthe arder stipulated on the form, with the Registrar’s
Office receiving the final copy of the Thesis Submission Form which includes ll
signatures.

3. Failure (0 provide the completed form 1o the Registrar’s Offce will delay the posting of
the degree and therelease o the diploma.
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
