VISA APPLICANT CHECKLIST

When you go to the Embassy, make sure that you have all of the following materials in the order they are listed. If anything is missing, the Embassy will not be able to accept your application. 

· Current Passport 
· Valid for at least 6 months beyond the date of arrival in the US
· Previous passports in the last 10 years
· Printed copy of the Appointment Confirmation Letter
· One two-inch by two-inch photo for each applicant, attached to the DS-156
· SEVIS-compliant I-20 Certificate of Eligibility from OCU
· Reference letter from OCU
· One completed and signed DS-156 application form for each applicant.  
· You must use the Electronic Visa Application Form (EVAF), which will print out as 3 pages, the last page being a barcode.  All applicable fields must be filled in on a computer and printed on the form, not handwritten.  
· Handwritten DS-156 Forms Will Not Be Accepted and You Will Have to Return Another Day to Apply. 
· Citizens of Vietnam must bring two signed copies of the DS-156 
· Form DS-157 (only required for male applicants aged 16-45)
· Any additional documents required for your particular visa category 
· Paid the US$200 using credit card at www.fmjfee.com
· Although not required, any supplemental documents you wish to show the Visa Officer
· Cashier’s Order per applicant from a local bank, made payable to "American Embassy, Singapore"
