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The following blood tests (titer tests) are available through OCU Student Health Clinic to students who need proof of having had successful vaccination or immunity provided by disease when no medical records exist. Test results proving immunity will comply with University policy and Oklahoma state statutes regarding immunizations. 
The tests are done by a simple blood test. There is a one-time $5.00 charge for drawing the blood in addition to the price of the test. Price listed is available to OCU students, staff and faculty only.  No physician order is needed. 

Testing can be drawn by appointment only at OCU Student Health Clinic for a one-time $5.00 draw fee.  Blood is sent to Regional Medical Laboratory for testing.  Most results are available within 3-4 business days or sooner.  The student will be called when all results are available.
